GRAMMAR:  WISH + WOULD/WOULDN´T 
[bookmark: _GoBack]WISH :   PAST TENSE, PAST PERFECT TENSE,  WOULD AND COULD.
THERE ARE THREE  TYPES OF DESIRE CAN BE EXPRESSED BY THE VERB WISH.
TYPE 1 
A DESIRE FOR SOMETHING TO HAPPEN, A DESIRE FOR AN EVENT OR A CHANGE TO OCCUR IN THE FUTURE OR A DESIRE TO BE ABLE TO DO SOMETHING.
EX. WE WISH (THAT) WE WOULD/COULD SEE YOU WERE IN THE FUTURE.
· I WISH I COULD PLAY THE PIANO.
THIS TYPE OF WISH IS ALSO USED TO MAKE A REQUEST.
EX. I WISH (THAT) YOU WOULD PLAY THE PIANO FOR US.
TYPE 2
DESIRE EXPRESSED BY WISH (FOR THE EXISTENCE OF SOMETHING, A CHANGED STATE, A CHARACTERISTICS, A HABITUAL OCCURRENCE, ETC. OR A DESIRE FOR SOMETHING TO BE HAPPENING AT THE PRESENT TIME.
EX. I WISH I HAD GREEN EYES.
· I WISH IT WERE FRIDAY. (INFORMAL: I WISH IT WAS FRIDAY)
· WE WISH YOU VISITED MORE OFTEN.
· EVERYBODY WISHES THE SUN WERE SHINING. (NOW)
TYPE  3
THE THIRD TYPE OF WISH EXPRESSES REGRET ABOUT THE PAST.
EX. I WISH I HAD GRADUATED FROM HIGH SCHOOL
· I WISH YOU COULD HAVE COME WITH US.
· WE WISHED WE HADN´T BEEN CONVINCED TO BUY THAT PAINTING.
IN THIS TYPE, WISH  IS FOLLOWED BY THE PAST PERFECT TENSE RATHER THAN THE PAST TENSE.  NOTICE THAT THE VERB WISH NEED NOT OCCUR IN PAST TENSE BUT THE SITUATION MUST ALWAYS REFER TO THE PAST.
NOTE:  USE OF WERE IN WISH – SENTENCES WE SOMETIMES USE WERE, INSTEAD OF WAS, AFTER I/HE/SHE/IT.
THIS EMPHASISES THE “IMPOSSIBILITY” OF THE WISH. I WISH I WERE OLDER OR I WISH I WAS OLDER.
